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SECRETARY’S REPORT 

 

The IMG registration process for the Club is now working reasonably well. In the past 
two seasons, the Club decided to separate uniform hires for juniors players away from 
the IMG registration fee process; This has proved too onerous, as it necessitates the 
creation of separate invoices for each player and subsequent efforts to retrieve 
outstanding payments. For the coming season and for the foreseeable future, the Club 
committee has decided to include all or as many ancillary fees such as playing top hire 
as part of the IMG online registration process from here on in; IMG and BV will 
unfortunately add these total amounts to each of the junior registrations and will apply 
their transaction fee to these amounts, so the Club will need to cater for these fees in 
their registration amounts to ensure the net result to the Club remains in-tact.        

Last season saw our Junior playing numbers rise a little compared with the previous 
year; It came with some headaches for the Club due to Baseball Victoria’s ongoing 
meddling with junior categories (Club vs Charter) and from what we have been told, 
there are more changes to come.    

Our senior playing group numbers including our Women’s team have not changed a 
great deal from the past couple of years. Our Women’s team still struggles for regular 
numbers, although this year they were bolstered by a couple of junior players from U14 
& U16 ranks and a couple of junior mums from the club - these extra numbers were a 
great help to Steve Smith our women’s coach. The club continues to push hard to 
attract new female playing members and we have a handful of younger girls coming 
through our ranks who are showing interest and a lot of promise which we hope will 
hold them in good stead for the future. 

Club stability and growth of our junior playing numbers in recent years has been 
wonderful, however this success unfortunately puts pressure on the Club, as it is 
managed and run solely by volunteers; Put simply, we do not have enough volunteers, 
whether they be on the committee or not. I urge all members to contact any current 
committee member and put their hand up to give back to the Club. It remains the key 
to Club success. 

Pressure on ground maintenance and availability remains one of the largest issues at 
the Club with grounds being used every day of the week throughout the season; A task 
that continues to be performed tirelessly by Fuzzy - The only way we can thank Fuzzy is 
to give him some much needed help … again I stress the need for volunteers. 
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We were lucky enough to be granted access to the Destructor (cricket ground) adjacent 
to the top diamond for this season and played many of our little league games there. 
We have already asked Bayside Council for continued use of this field again next year, 
but they will not be in a position to confirm until appx 1 month before the start of the 
season. If access is not granted, we will have no choice but to see many Sandringham 
junior players playing their games at other venues/clubs in the area - this is not good 
for the future of the Club or its identity.      

I would like to thank all of our committee members and our relatively small number of 
volunteers. Your ongoing efforts for the Sandringham Baseball Club make it a safe and 
pleasant place for families and individuals to belong. 

A special mention regarding our Club President (Greg Street). At the time of this report, 
Greg has been working his way through some pretty major health issues and still has a 
long road ahead. Greg’s efforts at the Club in recent years have been unmatched; He is 
and remains a hard act to follow; We look forward to having Greg back in whatever 
capacity he chooses whenever he is ready.

As part of our community focus it was great to see how successful our breast cancer fundraiser was.  The club 

donated $4,200 and everyone had a great day being involved.
